Capitalism and Populism:
How endangered is our Democracy?

Monday, 18 November 2019, 5 to 7 p.m. | Novinarski dom, Zagreb

While in many parts of the world people fight against authoritarian regimes and for democracy, a growing proportion of citizens in Western
democracies seem to question fair play in politics, an independent judiciary and a free press. Populist leaders offering simple answers to
complex questions are gaining support while political parties of the centre-left seem to be more and more in the defensive.

But is alarmism the right reflex? Is there empirical evidence for proclaiming the end of the democratic era? And more importantly, what went
wrong in the first place? Did the centre-left parties and their leaders offer the right answers to the complex changes that came along with
the liberalisation of markets and borders? Is there a representation gap of those groups in society with poor social and economic capital?

Professor Merkel is a well-known expert on democracy and a leading analyst of the effects of capitalism and globalisation on societies and
political systems. Based on his recent research he will address the question of how endangered Western democracy is and will provide
theoretical reflection and empirical evidence. As a member of the SPD-Grundwertekommission, the Commission for fundamental Values
of the Social Democratic Party of Germany, he will also present and put to discussion his ideas about what needs to be done to overcome
the challenges our contemporary democracies face.
